This document outlines the eligibility criteria for receiving funding under this program.
WHO MAY RECEIVE FUNDING UNDER THIS PROGRAM?

An applicant business receiving funding must be one of the following:

i) an individual or sole proprietorship;
ii) a partnership;
iii) a corporation registered under the NWT Business Corporations Act; or
iv) a co-operative registered under the NWT Co-operatives Association Act.
An applicant business must carry on business in the Northwest Territories (NWT) and meet one or more of the following criteria:
v) has an annual revenue of less than $500,000;
vi) is a NWT based artist or craftsperson who generates income through the sale of products produced or intended to be produced; or
vii) is a NWT based harvester who produces income through lawful renewable resource activities.
An applicant business is ineligible if any of the following are true:
· the Northwest Territories Business Development and Investment Corporation (BDIC) has made an investment in the applicant business;
· the applicant business has debts with the GNWT or any of its agencies which are not in good standing;
· the applicant has Government Service Number hold(s); or
· a member of the BDIC Board, an officer or a member of the BDIC staff have an interest in the applicant business.
WHAT ARE THE APPROVED PURPOSES FOR THE FUNDING?
Funding under this program is to be used for any of the following purposes:

· Start-up or expansion expenses covering:
· feasibility assessments;
· business plans;
· research projects;
· acquisition of assets; or
· marketing.
· If the applicant business carries on business in a Level 1 community (Fort Smith, Hay River, Inuvik, Yellowknife and N’dilo), the expansion must be expected to create employment opportunities.
· The acquisition of raw materials if the applicant business is an artist or craftsperson.
· A short-term business project which results in the creation of employment opportunities.
WHAT IS THE MAXIMUM AMOUNT OF FUNDING AVAILABLE?
An applicant business is eligible for funding up to $10,000 in any five year period if the applicant business carries on business in a Level 1 community (Fort Smith, Hay River, Inuvik, Yellowknife and N’dilo) and $20,000 in any five year period if the applicant business carries on business in a Level 2 community (any NWT community other than Forth Smith, Hay River, Inuvik, Yellowknife and N’dilo).

HOW IS AN APPLICATION ASSESSED?
The BDIC will consider the following:

· the probability of success of the business activity;
· whether the proposed expenses are necessary for the success of the business project;
· whether the proposed expenses are reasonable;
· whether the applicant business has demonstrated a firm commitment to the sustainability of the business or proposed business activity; and
· whether the applicant business is in need of the funding

The BDIC may consider any of the following:
· the economic and social impact of the business activity on the community in which the business activity will take place;
· the amount of the project costs which will be spent in the NWT; and
· whether the business activity is particularly viable.
The BDIC may require the applicant to provide three quotes to justify the reasonableness of any expense claimed.
